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Notes on recycling

Precautions, setting up the device

* To avoid the risk of fire and electric shock, do not

expose the unit to rain or moisture.

* Do not use the device near baths, swimming pools or water.

They
may fall off and the leaking liquid may cause serious damage or risk of electric
shock.

* Do not open the housing. Otherwise there is a risk of electric shock.

* Never attempt to repair a defective unit yourself. Please

* Do not open the device under any circumstances - this can only be done by
specialist.

* Foreign bodies, e.g. needles, coins, etc., must not fall into the unit.

+ Do not touch the terminal contacts on the back of the device with metal objects
or fingers. The result can be short circuits.

* Never allow children to use this equipment unsupervised.

* Do not listen to the radio at a high volume. This can lead to permanent
hearing damage.

* Do not listen to the radio using headphones at high volume. This can lead
to permanent hearing damage.

* Place the unit on a stable, safe and horizontal surface. Ensure good
ventilation.

* Do not place the appliance on soft surfaces such as carpets, ceilings or
near curtains or wall hangings as the ventilation openings may be covered.
In this way, the necessary air circulation can be interrupted. This can lead
to the appliance catching fire.

* The appliance must not be covered with curtains, blankets or newspapers.

* Do not place the unit near heat sources such as radiators. Avoid direct
sunlight and areas with exceptionally high dust levels.

* Do not choose a location in a room with high humidity, e.g. kitchen or
sauna, as condensation may damage the appliance. The appliance is
designed for use in dry and moderate environments and must not be
exposed to dripping or splashing water.

* The device can only be operated in the horizontal position.

» No heavy objects may be placed on the unit.

* Do not place the unit near equipment that generates a strong magnetic field
(e.g. motors, loudspeakers, transformers).



* In the event of a thunderstorm, unplug the device from the power outlet.
Overheating may damage the device.

* In the event of a noticeable malfunction of the appliance, odour or smoke,
serious malfunctions, damage to the housing, switch off the appliance and
contact the service department.

* The appliance is not a toy. Children do not recognise the hazards
associated with the use of electrical appliances. Keep the appliance out of
reach of children and pets.

Handling of batteries

* Ensure that batteries/batteries are not in the hands of children. Children
could put batteries in their mouths and swallow them.

2. Important battery information

Connecting the battery
Open the battery compartment and connect the batteries according to the
required polarity.

Battery charging

Connect the device by plugging the USB cable into the DC IN 5V socket (mi-
niUSB) and plugging the other end into a USB port or USB charger®. Charging
time is approximately 6-8 hours. The charging indicator shows the battery
charge level.

USB charger* not included. Do not charge the battery with the charger for
more than 24 hours!

Note: If the device will be unused for a long period of time, please recharge the
batteries.

3. Basic radio operation

a. To switch on the radio, turn the switch to the down position. The device will
not switch to FM station playback.

b. Press the M button to select the mode (FM radio, USB or SD).

USB or SD mode is available by connecting USB or microSD media.

c. Press the Next or Previous button for longer than a second to scan to the
next station.

d. Then adjust the volume with the volume control.

e. To switch off the radio, please set the ON/OFF switch to the upper position.

4. Automatic search, programme recording.

a. To start the automatic search, press the Play/Pause button for 2 seconds.
The device will start an automatic scan and automatically save the station
under the corresponding numbers.

b. To call stored stations, press the Next and Previous buttons or select a
station using the Number buttons.

5. mp3 playback from microSD card and USB connection

The device allows mp3 files to be played from a microSD card and USB
connection. In order to play mp3 you need to:

a. After connecting a USB or microSD device, press the M button to call up
USB or SD mode.

b. Before connecting a USB device to the radio, make sure that the port is
facing the right direction. In the case of a microSD card, also check the
exact direction of insertion of the card into the reader.



c. Once the appropriate mode has been selected, the system will

automatically start to un-face the mp3.

d. You can skip forward/backward between songs using the Next and

Previous buttons.

Note: mp3 files should be placed in the root directory of the USB and
microSD memory stick. If files are placed in directories/folders, they will not

be read by the device.

Note: after switching off and on again, the device switches to USB mode if a

memory stick is connected.

Note: the memory stick and SD card must be formatted in the FAT32 file
system. Maximum capacity of supported media is 32GB.

Attention: Incorrectly connected USB or microSD storage devices will damage
the USB/microSD reader in the device. Please ensure that external
USB/microSD devices are connected correctly!

6. LED torch

The device has a built-in LED torch.

a. To switch on the torch, please press the LED button available under

the torch sym- bols.

b. Pressing the LED button again will switch off the torch.
